Triathlon preparation:

1. You will need to bring your bikes or organise with someone to share a bike for
the ride. There are bikes for hi re if you need to.

2. Be prepared to run/walk the course
3. Swim at the Aquatic Centre. In the event that it is too full, we will inform you of a

different location for the swim. There are swimming events currently on at the
Aquatic Centre. Entry is $6.60 for adults and $5.20 for under 15s.
