This weekend, our meeting will be on Sunday . We will be having a good hike for 

everyone in preparation for the expedition. All are invited to come, even if only for a 

picnic by the water. Families are especially welcome.  

 

For the more experienced, please m eet at Cowan station at 9:00 am on the old Pacific 

highway. This walk is about 11 kms and a beautiful area to walk in. Nice sunny spots and 

cool shaded areas as well. Jerusalem Bay has a really nice view of the river and will be 

a great spot to take a brea k. Once on the ridge closer to Brooklyn, you can see the 

Hawkesbury river and all the way to Dangar. You will need train fare back to Cowan if 

you leave your car there. Estimated walk time, 3 -4 hours. 

 

 

For those less experienced, I suggest you begin at Br ooklyn about 10 am and walk to 

the Brooklyn Dam, where the experienced walkers will have their second rest spot and 

the whole group can be together. While the views are not as nice, you will still see 

spring flowers and be able to explore the nature around  the dam. This is about 3 km 

from Brooklyn and should not take more than 1 hour. The track is steep at first but is a 

wide service road on the way to the dam.
