From Frances and Ken Micklethwaite:

“Hi everyone ...We headed off to London Dec 17 amdechome on Jan 7th. We had a great
time there. Things did not start auspiciously Witadeleine febrile on the flight and Ethan
had a large stye on his left eye. So | got on theegfeeling like the Addam's family.

Kathy's kids were sick when we arrived and mina $otbowed and then Ken got sick near
the end but we managed to drug them all up andttad@ out most of the time. We were not
able to get more than 1 thing done on each dayblgast we got to catch up with some
friends living in London and got to some sights.i&maged to see the Christmas lights
which were beautiful. | forgot what it's like to imea city!!! Houston is more like a really big
town and the downtown is all just high-rise builgknwith nothing else to see despite the
population of 6 million.

London also managed to provide some snow for ttewhich with some dirt added was able
to produce a little snowman that stood about 5thagh. The kids had a great time there and
enjoyed spending time with the cousins.



Amazingly 4 children (aged 1,2,3 &4) did not drilie 4 adults insane and in general it was
quite tolerable (well at least for us,...not sut@at our poor hosts). Since coming home the
kids have had another round of illness and Ken lago2 rounds. He is still not feeling

great. | am the only one who is still well. Thesesomething to be said for exposing myself to
snotty infants for the last 2 months....

Which brings me to my job. | have been workinghferlast 2 months as a research
co-ordinator / asthma educator for the ED. | enpaktients into the multiple studies that we
have going through the ED. 2 of the studies invelweking up some snot (thank goodness
they have a respiratory therapist for that, thesas don't do it!) and then | take it and
process it and store it in the freezer for testeds job! However i think it must have built up
my immune system. My actual studies that | load afte all asthma related and would not
be too onerous except that the people that ustmbkoafter it (it has changed hands at least
twice before me) were very disorganised and perggrdisordered so things are a mess and
| have been left to clean up. It appears that ne kmew the extent of the disarray and were
quite shocked when | told them how bad it was.a\god sign really...anyway the hospital
system here is really quite a ridiculous one. Ther "person" for every job. A doctor,



nurse, respiratory therapist (they administer oxyged nebulisers!), phlebotomists, nurse
assistant, bed cleaner, general cleaner, on and goes. The paperwork here is a nightmare
as information is all over the place and the ordaltsvritten in the same place but they have
a special form for saline flushes which drives nodshe ED docs mad. The foyer of the
hospital is the waiting room for the ED so it makagally unpleasant to walk into the
hospital as you have to battle your way througltlaise sick and crying kids and their very
harassed parents.

Otherwise things going pretty well. Ken is onlyt jgstting homesick now so he is a bit
miserable about America at the moment. | thinkais Welayed as | was doing all the setup
stuff so it was in my face the whole time whenmeeal but he was at work. However now
that | am working 2 1/2 days a week | am reallyybd$here are swimming lessons and school
to get the kids to as well as Ethan having a sessith an occupational therapist once a
fortnight. The kids have also been going to LBl which is kind of gymnastics for little
people. Ethan however has been too embarrassedl itdrdclass time and does everything
afterwards. In the end we have decided to stopdtwill look for something else. Today was
his last class. He has told me that he would likdd art classes for his exercise as he will
have to move his arms and legs for art. Not exawdigt i had in mind.

Madeleine very bossy these days. She talks arsldatk talks and uses words like disgusting
and frustrated..| am not sure she knows what thesmmbut generally used in the right
context so must have some clue. She has beconssetsé@th Princesses (her cousin
Arabella has the same affliction) and so my daugistéhe only one who goes out with jeans
and jumper and then a dress over the top of evienytso that she can look pretty. It has been
cold here for the last week so there is no negonatn the pants but she seems happy with
the arrangement.

Ken sent his PhD thesis to the bookbinders todayy ¥xciting as he has been having a lot of
trouble with it since he got here. Most of it ITated, he tried to upgrade some of the
programs he was using and this played havoc wehfahmatting and since then he has been
doing a lot of muttering under his breath. So sayrayer that the printing all goes smoothly.

So used up enough of your time. Hope all well atdad_ook forward to hearing how Xmas
went for everyone.
