Greetings from the Solomons

Greetings and salutations from sunny Honiara! Aweotweek has (finally) drawn to a close
and we are so glad for a Sabbath rest. Only ydaieit was Sunday! — this week has gone by
so fast. | have noticed that as | get older tiraeges more and more rapidly...perhaps it has
to do with trying to accomplish too much! Life &és never dull nor slow.

Sunday saw us up early. | had a computer clagsach from 7am to 8am so breakfast was
early. After the class we had two guys workindnwg for the day. We spent the morning
digging up a stump in front of the shed that wdggen building. This shed will house the
“grounds” department and all the various and sunashicles that the mission owns (trucks,
tractors, lawn mowers, boats, trailers, etc). Themput some flashing up on the roof and
built a wall in the afternoon. Other works aregvéater importance so the shed is being
finished as we have time. After 4:30 when therethad left, we carried on, Dale welding
the gates for the shed and | did some other jobarat the house and sorted out paperwork.

Monday started one of my maintenance boys onshdsgping course. He has two weeks
holiday from school and will benefit from this ifdn get the basics across to him before he
has to return to high school. He is 20 or 21 asm@vorking on year 11 in high school. He has
a 45 minute period of learning before we startdlag’s work. It was a busy day running
around town buying materials to keep the 6 maimeramen working. They are fixing up a
house that has been badly damaged by termiteseard pf neglect/lack of maintenance.
This involves numerous trips to the various hardwstores in town trying to obtain
supplies. No one store carries everything — weehrevLowes or Bunnings - so it takes hours
of searching to find everything needed. I'm ggttpite adept at finding little “hole in the
wall” shops who may have just the part | needlsbahad to visit the water company to
report a fault and ask that they send someoneafi the problem.

Tuesday morning | had asked Dale to take two mérgaha load of gravel from the river so
the men can pour a concrete slab. | refuse toedifine truck now since it has no brakes. We
continue to use it regardless and use only oneadither than Dale. It is our only means of
hauling supplies, people, etc. Tuesdays are alspRdays and the class members are eager
to learn. So after my early morning lesson witmyrand then getting the maintenance guys
started | headed there. The first group are noavrieng how to use Microsoft Word and the
other two groups are still learning to type. Themare coming along well and are up to
about 25 to 30 words per minute. Not bad for gulge had never touched a computer or
typewriter until 5 months ago! They really are same fellows. The afternoon was again
spent in chasing up materials and the evening spefding gates.

Wednesday after Tony’s lesson | again spent tgegdting materials. We have had no real
rain for the last three weeks so people are runmogof water. We have town water
sometimes but it only comes on at 11pm or so aitg ggain at 5 or 6am. So we rely on rain
water and tanks to supply the need. Our tankshatéig enough for such a long period of



no rain so some houses have run out. It was derige to organize to have a tanker bring
water to all the houses needing water — there Ig one water tanker for the whole city.
Then too, some of our septic tanks needed pumpititas had to be organized, checked on
and followed up.

Thursday after the lesson it was prison day agath 3 different class groups of men
learning typing. We had a new man join us. Hepaiated some murals on the prison
common room walls and they are very good. If | idatry and get some photos of the
paintings. The afternoon | spent ensuring that ohihe maintenance men was on the
campus dealing with several small jobs includiraklag water mains at the office, leaking
water in two houses and some carpentry work adta fThen | was asked to organize a new
water tank for one place on another island so thablves getting a blank cheque, getting it
signed (finding two signatories can be challengjrigén to my surprise having to find out
where the company has moved to! | went to wheghhd been and the shop was closed
and empty with no indication of where they had rddeé Fortunately | had noticed their
water tanks in another part of town, so it tookip there to find try and find them. Then |
had to pack up some gutter and all the associatisddr shipment with the tank out to the
island. That took several hours.

Friday — a half day of work! Everyone quits at3@pm on Fridays. After the lesson the day
raced off leaving me trying to catch up! We had grounds man go and cut down some
limbs off a tree that was overhanging the houséwmsaare working on. | made sure
materials had arrived and the men were busy lajylogks and putting up ceilings. Then |
took Dale to see if he could fix a hole in a wasgek but it was beyond repair. While there we
met the water company people who were digging eglédmaged main pipe. They said they
would fix the pipe that day so | was glad. We viiak and | worked with our man fixing the
water leak problem in front of the office. Theca#l came for some help with a computer
program issue so | would have to stop and help#stor with that problem. In the
meantime | was trying to get another cheque fortlagowater tank to replace the one we’'d
looked at in the morning.

On the way out to see the pastor and buy the ltamit the water company people who said
their boss said the main was our problem to fixteAhelping the pastor we went and bought
the tank and then | set a man to work on the téakdsso that the tank could be installed that
afternoon. | came back and bought the materiaksxtthe water main. Then | went and
finished digging up the main line so it would bady for replacement on Sunday if Dale has
time. When | finally got home at 4:30 | was tgedito try to mow the lawns so | just cleaned
the floors and fixed lunch for Sabbath. At lastats sunset and we could relax and rest for
24 hours!

So where was Dale all week? He was struggling higlown issues in the IT department.
There has been an evangelistic campaign and alp#stors in the area have been helping
out and taking training. The pastors bring theangputers with them for Dale to check out,
so he had computers with virus’ to fix up, new cot@eys to set up and issue, phone and
internet issues to sort out, various and sundngjtbdo for me, meetings to go to and so



much more. Then after 5pm most nights he has Wwakeelding up the gates for the shed.
In the wee hours of each morning he has been stgdgr two exams for his uni course. The
exams were on Thursday and Friday afternoon anddseworried about passing. Time for
study for both of us is extremely limited! It viaé a miracle if either of us pass our courses
and get our degrees!

There has been an evangelistic campaign going tnelast 3 weeks and one of the inmates
asked near the beginning of it if | could get thegpam on video so they could watch. I've
tried but met with a blank. Well Tuesday one irertald me that the speaker was a very
dynamic man and the series was very good! | aBkedhe knew and he said they’d watched
one of the programs! Somehow they had gotten v @bpne of the meetings! When the
whole series is done, I'll try and get the set ™MD for the prison library. It is amazing

what the guys know. Anyway, the result of the eagngs that there are 380+ people being
baptised Sabbath afternoon. The baptism took platee river just down the hill from our
house. Hundreds of people were there and it wagaus occasion. We were on the
opposite bank watching the proceedings. Attachiediaouple of photos of the event.

Now it is Sunday morning again and time to getkitaovork. We hope that your week has
been good and a whole lot slower than ours has'b&ud bless and have a good coming
week.
